By drawing some parallels between the history of ideas and literary discourses of late
modernity, this book traces the influence exerted by Immanuel Kant, either directly or through the
mediation of Henri Bergson’s intuitionism, Edmund Husserl's phenomenology, Max Dessoir's
psychological aesthetics, Hans Vaihinger’s als ob fictionalism, or Karl Popper’s logical positivism.
As the argument goes, background radiation of the Kantian revolution can be detected even in
semiotic poetics, quantum probability, and complexity theory. An interdisciplinary approach
seems appropriate when considering the works of a thinker who fused Newton’s physico-
mathematics with psychology and anthropology to form a new paradigm that opened vistas to
integrated disciplinary fields, such as J.F. Herbart's psycho-physics, Wilhelm Wundt's
physiological psychology, and Wiliam James’s pragmatism. Enfolded selves, dissolution of
selves into quanta of personality, and multiple hypothetical plots analogous to the Kantian thing in
itself as an unfathomable matrix of possibilities are seen as latent effects of his deconstruction of
rationalist metaphysics. Immanuel Kant of the Prolegomena(§ 59) emerges as the philosopher of
the coastal mind, teased by the sense-world out of thought, yet not confined, but experiencing the
thrill of being connected with things and possessed of the knowledge of the boundary.

Corina Mitrulescu: The Policeman Masked and Dumb: A Foucaultian Reading of The Third
Policeman.

In Discipline and Punish, Michel Foucault describes the relationship between the rulers and
the ruled in the modern state as “descending individualism”: those who hold the power withdraw
behind the scene of history, pushing the common individual into the foreground, where he is
permanently being observed and disciplined so as to fit into the political agenda of the system. In
the late 19" century, Thomas Hardy represented God as “the Willer masked and dumb", deus
absconditus, indifferent to human misery. The third Policeman, who manipulates everybody from
his dark recess, looks like the obscure but potent Power of modern societies, policed, intimidated
and disciplined, acting on command and ignorant of the whole design of their journey in history.

Corina David: O’Brien, Pirandello and the Abyss of Subjectivity in Modernism.

Pericles Lewis (https://modernism.research.yale.edu/wiki/index.php/Bertolt Brecht) locates
Brecht's innovation to the twentieth-century drama in the construction of character. More
precisely, he speaks of the “death of character”: “The movement away from stable character
entailed an increasing psychological distance between the audience and the characters on stage;
it broke with the illusion that characters in a play are real people and therefore defeated the
earlier goal of identification between the audience members and the characters”. One gets the
same feeling reading or watching Pirandelo’s plays or O’Brien’s fiction and drama. Abyssmal
psychology had revealed the stable and unitary Cartesian self to be a sham, the locus of
contradictory impulses and uncontrollable drives. Characters in the two authors are left
unfinished, their behaviour is erratic, their ontological status is uncertain (ambitioned to compete
with their ... author), etc.

Ana Maria Baciu: The Author’s Rhetorical Masks: At Swim-Two-Birds and Poor Mouth.
Dissimulation, multiplication of personality, alienation under rhetorical masks characterise
O’Brien’s most famous works, and these features tell the difference between the nineteenth-
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century Lives of prominent people, written as examples to be emulated, and the modernist
replacement of autobiography with authorial or figural masks.
(figural mask: adopted by characters).

Cristina Safta:Myth and Trivia: The Double Encoding of the Irish Reality Show.

The disrupted narrative structure of At Swim-Two-Birds, the unexpected jumps and twists of
the plot, or intrusions of least expected character gives the novel the appearance of a succession
of scenes in a play. The mix of mythical allusions and banal incidents is an implicit satire of
contemporary Ireland, disenchanted with its romantic past, living among forms emptied out of
spiritual content, and calling forth from O’Brien the famous ironic comment on the first
achievement of the TCD Institute as having been that of proving that “ there are two Saint
Patricks and no God’(
http://www.blather.net/theblather/2004/01/flann_obrien_and_erwin_schrdin/).

Maria-Ana Tupan: The Fires of Envy. Mediators of Desire and Performance of Otherness in
Flann O’Brien.

Unlike Sartre’s belief that “the others are hell”, Flann O’Brien works, especially The Dead Spit
of Kelly, The Third Policeman and At Swim-Two-Birds, include frequent scenes of self-willed
alienation in an otherness: the other’'s possessions are coveted, and so is the other’s ... skin/life,
whose criminal appropriation seems to be the effect of a deep seated need for magical transfer
into one’s own being of the other’'s power and personality. Setting out from Rene Girard’s analysis
of mediators of desire in Shakespeare’s plays (Les feux de l'envie, 1990), our paper is looking
into the mechanism of desire and mediation that triggers criminal performativity in Flann O’Brien.
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
