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The present research project, a doctoral thesis entitled Traian T. Coșovei. The ages and the 

transformations of the terrible child's poems aims to restore the life and poetic universe of a 

remarkable author, appreciated by his generation, who chose the path of complete sincerity in his 

self-expression in the interest horizon of literary criticism: Traian T. Coșovei, the poet. A relevant 

and essential argument that justifies our endeavor is the absence, within the realm of Romanian 

literary criticism, of a comprehensive work providing a synthetic study on the life and works of 

Traian T. Coșovei, particularly focusing on the most relevant segment of his oeuvre — poetry. It 

is imperative to highlight the passage through the lyrical ages of the "enfant terrible," the paternal 

drama, the obscure threats, whether real or imaginary, looming over Moreacu, the exercises in 

reinventing poetic self, and the approach, in its own, unique, and unrepeatable key, to the profound 

sensitivity, ranging from its scolding variant to the playful or deeply philosophical one.  

Regretting this laconic reception of the Coșovian poetic universe, at the level of which we 

discovered a wide range of powerful ideational cores - from the search for identity, derived from 

the moods of the itinerant self through the ages, as a recurring theme, to meditations in code 

(pseudo)philosophical on life, childhood, adolescence, youth and adulthood, we consider our 

intention to dedicate an extensive study to the poetics of Traian T. Coșovei an immediate priority. 

Therefore, the choice of the theme was based on several relevant arguments: 

Firstly: consulting the specialized criticism, I noticed that the most important segment of 

his work – poetry, was treated, in general, as the result of a specific imaginary of singularity. We 

believe that the states of mind validated and recovered in the poetry of Traian T. Coșovei can be 

analyzed from multiple perspectives, all having a common denominator: the feeling of limitation 

and melancholy (his own and that of an entire generation), aggravated by the disillusionment 

confessed codified by the allusion that the ego feeds the Don Quixote mills of boredom doubled 

by the need for masks, in a problematic and problematizing historical time. 

Secondly: the meeting with Traian T. Coșovei – the poet's wife, the writer Ștefania Coșovei, 

was a revelation, a real intellectual joy, deeply honoring, and strengthened the personal motivation 

to write about the life and poetic universe of a writer who marked Romanian literature, unjustly 

left behind, in recent years, in a shadow cone. Analyzing the very first poems of Traian T. Coșovei 

and, even more so, the evolving theme, I realized that the lover of poetry, whoever he is, can often 

find himself in the situations identified in Coșovei's poetic text, but the theme that what caught my 

attention in particular was the search for identity and self-discovery.  



Assessing human existence as an ephemeral continuum, as a bridge to an anticipated 

paradisiacal destination, we have identified that we are susceptible to experiencing an extended 

period of waiting, often influenced by our emotional states, which inevitably lead to a conclusion, 

be it smooth or sudden. These arguments determined the desire to develop a research that sheds 

light on the life and poetic work of Traian T. Coșova, with the clear mention that one migrates to 

the other, with equal justification, enhancing each other, perhaps more than any other another 

writer of his generation. 

A complex personality of Romanian literature, Traian T. Coșovei managed, throughout a 

life dedicated to writing, through volumes of poetry, but also through the influences of the 

relationship that the poet established with his father, the writer Traian Coșovei, to attribute multiple 

meanings of his writing, aspects that stand out at the level of the entire lyrical discourse, 

discovering a poet who pretends to say everything and to reveal himself to everyone, when, in fact, 

he systematically hides, truly revealing his multivalent personality only to the consciousness of 

the who has the patience to speak honestly, openly and unadorned about the core ideas of the 

poems and about destiny, alike. A remarkable presence, whose editorial debut, in 1979, was 

appreciated and supported, Traian T. Coșovei is a complete writer, who surprised with the 

impressive lyrical emotion derived from the vast palette of forms of expression. 

He has published volumes of poetry and poetic anthologies, novels and short prose, 

volumes of collaborative essays, literary criticism: Ninsoarea electrică (1979), 1, 2, 3 

sau… (1980), Cruciada întreruptă (1982), Aer cu diamante, antologie colectivă (1982), Poemele 

siameze (1983), În așteptarea cometei (1986), Rondul de noapte (1987), Bătrânețile unui băiat 

cuminte (1994), Mickey Mouse e mort (1994), Ioana care rupe poeme (1996), Patinează sau 

crapă! (1997), Ninsoarea electrică, ediția a II-a (1998), Percheziționarea îngerilor (1998), 

Lumină de la frigider (1998), Bună dimineața, Vietnam! (1999), Mahalaua de azi pe 

mâine, împreună cu Dan Mircea Cipariu, (2000), Pisica neagră, pisica moartă, împreună cu 

Bogdan O. Popescu (2001), Institutul de glasuri, antologie în colecția Hyperion (2002), 

Vânătoarea pe capete (2002), Greva căpșunelor (2004), Aerostate plângând (2010), Jurnalul 

morilor de vânt (2012), Aritmetica pleoapelor (2013), novels: Les années folles du 

socialisme, împreună cu Ștefania Coșovei, proză scurtă (2000), Motocicliștii spațiali, cu Ioana 

Mănescu (2008), also notable for his published criticism and essays: Pornind de la un vers, critică 

literară (1990), Hotel Urmuz, critică literară (2000), La formarea ideilor, critică literară (2005), 



Băutorii de absint, cu Nichita Danilov, Liviu Ioan Stoiciu, Ion Mureșan, Ioan Es Pop (2006), Poeții 

marilor orașe (2008).  

The confirmation of the writer's merit and talent comes, officially, beyond the appreciation 

of the general public, and with the awarding of various awards and distinctions, among which we 

mention the Writers' Union Award in 1979, the Bucharest Writers' Association Award, in 1994 for 

the volume Bătrânețile unui băiat cuminte, The Grand Prize Ion Vinea, in the year 1996, Carpatica 

Academy Award, in 1996, The Romanian Academy Award for poetry, in 1996, Nichita Stănescu 

International Award, in 2000, the title of Author of the year in 2002 - awarded by the Association 

of Literary Publications and Publishers from Romania for the volume of poetry Vânătoarea pe 

capete, Order of Cultural Merit in the rank of Officer, in 2004, The Bucharest Writers' Association 

Award for the poetry volume Greva căpșunelor, The Tomis magazine Literary Journalism Award 

in 2005, The Bucharest Writers' Association Award for the literary criticism volume 'Poets of the 

Great Cities' in 2008. 

In an initial stage of his creative process, a significant aspect underscored by Traian T. 

Coșovei's poetry is the depth of the emotional plane, both as a sentiment of the poetic self and as 

an attitude towards poetry itself. From the very first published verses, the poet has conveyed the 

image of a sentimentalist, immediately perceptible behind a rebellious attitude. A highly skilled 

craftsman of consistently intricate and meaningful poetic imagery, Traian T. Coșovei knows how 

to give the poetic text a stunning appearance. What the poet conveys are states of mind whose 

overall tone is one of sadness and nostalgia for the past. Traian T. Coșovei's lyrical attitude and 

the role of his poetry, from its beginnings to his latest published volume, have not changed much, 

even though there have been shifts in sensitivity or new mechanisms for manufacturing dreams 

and more accessible illusions. 

Our research aims to highlight that Traian T. Coșovei's poetry has adapted its means to 

captivate hesitant audiences, yet has consistently maintained a demeanor, an elegance of idea, a 

grandeur of expression that has made it universally appreciated. Our intention is to underscore and 

rightfully place in the literary canon pyramid this perfectly blended poet, where a certain type of 

sensitivity and the grace of writing, seemingly alchemically fused, merge with the life of a 

remarkable individual who has, in any context, chosen the path of sincerity. 

 



Traian T. Coșovei, the poet, enjoyed exceptional critical acclaim right from his debut, 

emerging as one of the most esteemed representatives of the '80s Generation. Much has been 

written about his creative technique, expressive methods, and the aesthetic and epistemological 

aims his poetry entails. His volumes evoke fleeting moods and narratives of the self anchored in 

the reality of experiences shaped synergistically by emotional bonds. The poet rediscovered the 

love he needed after four attempts, starting anew each time, convinced that in literature and love, 

concessions lead to demise. Thus, he consistently found solace in his own poetic mannerism, 

expressing suffering through words, at the same typewriter inherited from his father. Ultimately, 

the true love story, founded on a passion for literature, unfolds alongside the refined prose writer 

Ștefania Coșovei. 

Our intention is to identify and establish the internal mechanisms that the poet chooses and 

operates throughout his entire lyrical discourse. Therefore, a deep understanding of the cultural 

context is essential, as well as of the '80s literary phenomenon centered around the "Luni" Literary 

Circle, where poet Traian T. Coșovei initiated a favorable connection between intellectual and 

moral solidarity, thus prompting a redefinition of reality and literary discourse concepts. He 

managed to place profound poetry within the context of everyday life and to reject the escapist 

attitude that characterized literature in previous periods. 

With the thesis focusing on the quest for identity and self-discovery as the epicenter of the 

entire creation, we aim to approach the poetry of writer Traian T. Coșovei from the perspective of 

an indissoluble relationship between biography and work. Therefore, we could not delve into the 

depth of the meanings and recurring symbols specific to Coșovei's writing if we were not 

intimately acquainted with Coșovei the father's approach and the family relationships of Moreac, 

and the volume Cântec să crească băiatul (1959) reveals, we believe, the emotional and relational 

issues associated with the poet's becoming. The paternal imprint is reflected primarily in the poetry 

of Traian T. Coșovei, to which we dedicate an extensive chapter in our research. At the core of 

Traian T. Coșovei's poetics lies a perfect overlap of the biographical element with the real one, 

which intertwines in a truly spectacular way with the playful, the ironic, the humorous, the 

symbolic, and even the fantastical. All these aspects are reflected in the volumes of poetry, the 

cornerstone from which the Coșoveian lyrical phenomenon will subsequently take shape. 

Naturally, the reference corpus begins with his first poetry collection, Ninsoarea electrică 

(1979), in which Traian T. Coșovei presents himself in the competition he initiates with not only 



a rich production but also one masterfully controlled and simultaneously dominated by a clear self-

awareness of the writer in his dual role, as an artist and as a man of that end of the century. The 

first volume of verses reveals a poet of substance, sensitive and lucid, deeply immersed in the 

complex mentality of our era, sometimes overwhelmed by the obsessive subject that fuels his 

inspiration process, occasionally repetitive, yet always retaining the compelling accents of an 

authentic and intricate soulful experience. 

The poetry volume we have in mind, published later on, constitutes the most postmodern 

of his writings: the cycle of poems 1, 2, 3 sau... actually represents a banquet in verses and a special 

love novel, an elegant, refined, and melancholic demonstration of lyricism, in which the epic is 

merely a device, and less of a function of the text. The initial texts of the volume announce to the 

reader the writing method, proposed as the main tendency of literature, namely to emphasize 

playfulness, ludic elements, and fantasy. 

In our hermeneutic exercise, we have observed that the structure of his volumes can be 

considered a unique way of leading towards an unreal world, conceived from tales that are 

sometimes amusing, sometimes nostalgic, full of exuberance, novelty, and countless plays of 

characters, ideas, and events laden with symbolic significance, all defining a generalized poetics 

of the spectacular. The third volume of poetic texts, Cruciada întreruptă (1982), reveals a poet 

constituted in essential elements. From the first verse, he manages to capture the reader's attention; 

however, the reader must be endowed with much patience, as Traian T. Coșovei's poetry represents 

a realm that promises but deftly postpones its promises, with each phrase spinning other landscapes 

and never settling on anything specific, allowing for the delimitation of the imaginary. 

 In 1982, the poetry anthology Aer cu diamante was published, a volume in which, in a 

perfect harmony representative of Romanian culture, Mircea Cărtărescu, Traian T. Coșovei, Florin 

Iaru, and Ion Stratan, young poets already known, the first two of whom were distinguished with 

the debut prize of the Romanian Writers' Union, signed together. They had the incredible idea to 

publish an anthology of poems together, a volume that can be perceived as a gesture of affinity, 

friendship, and literary solidarity towards the Cenaclul de Luni, the circle that launched many of 

the young writers of the '70s and '80s. We appreciate that from the need to mark their common 

presence, beyond each one's own personality, resulted in a symbolic book, alive and exciting, an 

object of reading designed and built down to the smallest details, pleasing to the eye through its 

graphical layout and through the admirable, airy drawings by Tudor Jebeleanu, themselves being 



an inspired visual commentary on the verses signed by the poets. It is a remarkable volume 

presented more casually and more liberally in judgments, as few are at present. The idea of the 

book's authors arouses both curiosity and sympathy because it is no small thing to see a group of 

young people mobilized in an enterprise as ineffable as that of compiling a book. 

Traian T. Coșovei's poetry volume Poemele siameze (1983) is widely appreciated as a book 

of maturity, in which the poet somewhat acknowledges or reiterates previous explorations. At the 

same time, we notice and appreciate the volume Cruciada întreruptă, through which the poet 

seems to indirectly inform that he is in agreement with himself along the trajectory of the volumes 

up to this point, even if he changes a title or a dedication. The poet, a true creator of meanings, 

blends old and new poems, confuses the tracks, disrupts the graceful attempt of criticism to 

establish paths and evolutions, and the modified blending of the texts offers a synthesis of the 

poet's own expressiveness and, at the same time, not just a new book, but a book with new 

meanings. 

Our research valorizes, among the editions used, the volume În așteptarea cometei (1986), 

in which the sense of inner winter becomes evident, and the jazz rhythms in one poem seem to be 

at least a bizarre element in the ensemble of quiet neighborhoods and blocks, where the individual 

is a stranger amidst a gathering of people that extends like a speaking water on the streets. The 

publication, a year later, of a new anthology volume of Traian T. Coșovei's poetry, titled Rondul 

de noapte (1987), leads to the extraction of important characteristics, defining for the carefully 

crafted poetic expression of the young poet considered, at that time, one of the most interesting 

writers of his generation. We appreciate, in our endeavors, the themes of poetry in Rondul de 

noapte (the marking through experience, impeccable time, and depersonalization through 

hypercivilization, lost loves), these are subordinate to an overwhelming state of soul discomfort, 

of devouring uncertainty. The lyrical tension is the result of the continuous search for landmarks 

that, once discovered in the labyrinth of reality, prove to be resistant in the impact with a vulnerable 

sensitivity, demanding correspondents to match. 

Relevant sequences are also selected from the volume Pornind de la un vers (1990), which 

includes a selection of texts, within which exegetes demonstrate that very rarely does a poet 

manage to surpass his own experience and judge from a neutral position, like an expert, the 

writings of others. A subtle literary critic, therefore, who carefully probes the texts of authors 



publishing during that period, Traian T. Coșovei consistently exhibits a reluctance to reject authors 

lacking talent and refrains from firmly contesting their value. 

Furthermore, we will select exemplifying sequences for our approach from the volume 

Bătrânețile unui băiat cuminte (1994), where we recognize that Traian T. Coșovei's poetic 

discourse begins to oscillate between the obsessions of evasion from the text and the diffuse sense 

of destructibility. In later volumes, such as Patinează sau crapă (1997), Percheziționarea îngerilor 

(1998), Traian T. Coșovei continues this direction, namely the revelation of depth, reinstating 

himself among the indisputable leaders of textualist platoon. We observe in our research how 

Traian T. Coșovei discovers another huge theme, memory, from early childhood to adulthood; 

everything seems to be cyclically constituted, like in a process with hundreds of terms and 

thousands of possibilities for appeal. The events are striking, but, in the context of his poetry, they 

are not surprising. 

Another important volume for our endeavor is Mickey Mouse e mort! (1994), in which we 

can notice that the numerous cultural references are of interest only to the extent that they have an 

internal finality. Among the editions used in our analytical approach is the confessional novel 

written collaboratively, Les années folles du socialisme (2000), with his wife, Ștefania, as well as 

literary criticism or published anthologies. The volume of poems Ioana care rupe poeme (1996) 

proves the same youthful verve, the same lexical energy played freely, the same vigorous 

exclamations that seem to illustrate a perpetual literary youth. Also relevant for our endeavors are 

the volumes Greva căpșunelor (2004) or Rondul de noapte (1987), between the lines of which we 

notice that the poet shows a certain retreat, he begins to reduce the imagery density of the poems. 

The book published in 2010, Aerostate plângând, is one of the most impactful volumes of 

poetry released during that period, and also confirms Traian T. Coșovei's talent, fully 

demonstrating his poetic maturity. The volume, published after a remarkable period of calm, 

dispels the assumption of inertia and marks the beginning of the last stage of Traian T. Coșovei's 

writing. In relation to poetic experience, Traian T. Coșovei brings back to the forefront his constant 

trauma. 

Among the editions used, we mention Jurnalul morilor de vânt (2012), as well as the poet's 

last volume, namely Aritmetica pleoapelor (2013). A remarkable disturbance of sensitivity can be 

distinguished, alongside the specific dramatism, which nuances a self-portrait overwhelmed by its 



own traits and weaknesses. We appreciate that the poet aims, in his poems, with magnificent self-

control, to avoid suffering or at least to suffer as little as possible. 

The structure and progressive stages of the research will follow the succession of plans, 

starting from the general plan, outlining an indispensable highlighting of the literary context in 

which Traian T. Coșovei's writing fits and to which it belongs, towards the particular. We cannot 

speak, in Traian T. Coșovei's poetics, of independent themes that do not establish connections with 

other themes. In general, the ideas conveyed by the poet constantly recur in other texts, which 

implies the risk of repetition. This process of reassembling the themes expressed by the poet is 

similar to attempting to reconstruct a puzzle, thus ensuring a specific continuity throughout the 

entire work. 

As research methods, we have considered suitable the thematic and stylistic analysis of 

texts and comparative study, unveiling archetypal codes and the supremacy of the underlying 

poetic values, concretized from the identification hermeneutics. We will track Traian T. Coșovei's 

writing from a diachronic perspective, from the publication of his first verses to his latest volume 

of poetry, naturally highlighting the evolutionary stages of the poetic imaginary. Our focus is on 

the morphology of moods, the identification of identity and its fluctuations in the lyrical thread, 

the cult of friendship, as well as the poet's relationship with his father as a core theme, and the 

importance of spatio-temporal destiny markers that have migrated to the background of the poetry 

of states. 

We have grounded our research on the solid axes of a comprehensive bibliography related 

to the theme (respectively targeting the literary canon of postmodernism, the cultural time frame 

of reference, and the broader contexts of the generation to which the poet Traian T. Coșovei 

belongs). 

At the core of our analytical exercise, we have focused on studies and articles published in 

volumes or periodicals, in anthologies, interviews, volumes of literary criticism, and chapters from 

literary histories dedicated to the reference writer, as well as studies of literary criticism and theory, 

author dictionaries, symbol dictionaries, critical essays, studies of poetics, and textual 

hermeneutics. All of these have stimulated and opened our intention to apply Traian T. Coșovei's 

poetry through a deeply personal reading grid. 

In the natural progression of our research, we have established the theoretical framework 

regarding the paradigm of domestic postmodernism by focusing on the works of established 



researchers (with particular emphasis on the cores provided by N. Manolescu, Gh. Crăciun, Al. 

Mușina, Mircea Cărtărescu, Andrei Bodiu, Liviu Petrescu, Ion Pop, Cornel Regman, Mircea 

Braga, Cosmin Ciotloș, Mircea A. Diaconu, Mihaela Ursa, Ion Bogdan Lefter, Maria Ana Tupan, 

etc.). On the other hand, as an essential stage in documenting the present theme, we have gone 

through numerous chapters, studies, and articles on Traian T. Coșovei's poetry, particularly noting 

the specific reception it has received in literary journals. 

Regarding the structure and organization of the work, it will comprise four extensive 

chapters with corresponding subchapters, preceded by an Introduction and followed by 

Conclusions and a bibliography, as well as several representative annexes. Among these annexes 

will be an unpublished interview with the writer and esteemed lady Ștefania Coșovei about the 

poet who lived for his poetry - Traian T. Coşovei. Additionally, there will be photographs from 

the personal archive, unique images that define the writer's profile, provided specifically by the 

prose writer Ștefania Coșovei, with the aim of attaching them to the present research. 

Starting with the first chapter, titled TRAIAN T. COȘOVEI IN THE BROAD CONTEXT OF 

HIS GENERATION, we considered it relevant to analyze the chronological evolution of the 

conceptual framework of postmodernism, as documented in specialized literature, given the 

immediate association of the poet under consideration with the postmodern canon. Clearly, the 

significance of postmodernism has evolved, undergone modifications, and programmatically 

solidified. However, in the context of this work, we aim to revisit the postmodernism paradigm 

exclusively to identify it in various cultural contexts within the framework of our reference theme. 

In this first chapter, we intend to provide a general overview of the postmodern 

phenomenon, starting with its emergence in the United States of America. It is worth noting that 

the debates in the field of architecture, led by the principal theoretician Charles Jencks, made an 

important contribution to the promotion of postmodernism. Another significant domain in which 

the concept was forged was philosophy. Postmodernism penetrated the European continent, with 

its promoter being the French philosopher Jean-François Lyotard. 

After a brief history of the term, we will attempt to highlight the difficulties raised by its 

definition in specialized criticism. In illustrating the theoretical aspects of postmodernism, we will 

follow the opinions of established theorists such as Ihab Hassan, Jean-François Lyotard, Gianni 

Vattimo, and Linda Hutcheon, engaging in an open dialogue with the opinions of Romanian 

theorists mentioned above. 



Based on these theoretical premises, we intend to formulate a hypothesis regarding the 

postmodernism of Coșovei's poetry, as well as to provide a brief history of the circumstances of 

postmodernism reflected in Romanian specialized criticism, considering the debates generated by 

the emergence of the new aesthetic attitude in our culture during a problematic historical period. 

Despite the fact that postmodernism is not the central subject of this work, it is understandable that 

any effort to delimit a phenomenon proves to be incomplete if both the preceding context and its 

subsequent evolution are not taken into account. 

Romanian postmodernism involves a relation to the '80s generation with which it has often 

been associated. The debates on this subject have been numerous, with participation from both the 

'80s generation themselves and established critics, as well as very young authors who have recently 

emerged. In this context, it is worth remembering that postmodernist writers interrupt the 

assumption of impersonal armor and focus on assuming existence under their own name. The main 

directions targeted by writers include the biographical, the use of a discourse close to unadorned 

colloquial language, attention to the surrounding reality, and understanding that poetry represents 

a text that refers to everything written up to that moment, not just to immediate objects and 

perceptions. Postmodernist poets have vehemently debated the escapism of modern literature and 

criticized its social and political involvement, aiming for a faithful perception of immediate reality. 

Writers of the period construct their own rhetoric, a specific universe, beyond the agenda of literary 

circles. 

This chapter is definitive for the proposed endeavor, representing a foundational study from 

which our research will depart. Thus, we seek to outline an overview of the books, studies, and 

literary articles mainly focusing on the writing of Traian T. Coșovei and situating him within a 

specific vein of reception. We intend to offer a fresh perspective on the literary phenomenon of 

the eighties as the nucleus of the poet's formation; the framework of affirmation established in 

1977, the Cenaclul de Luni, would provide poet Traian T. Coșovei with the opportunity to establish 

a positive connection between intellectual and moral solidarity, thereby changing the paradigm 

regarding concepts of reality and literary discourse. The poet managed to integrate profound poetry 

into the everyday aspects of life and to reject the tendency towards escapism that characterized 

previous literature. The demolition of tradition and the promotion of the insurgency of the new 

spirit, as well as the reception of Traian T. Coșovei's writing in the space of Romanian literature, 



referring to the critical apparatus through dictionaries, literary histories, articles, or other critical 

references, represent the direction pursued throughout the first chapter. 

In the second chapter, TRAIAN T. COȘOVEI - FROM THE TERRIBLE CHILD OF HIS 

GENERATION TO THE EXEMPLARY CONSCIENCE OF THE POET WITH GRACE, we aim 

to highlight the biographical aspect of Traian T. Coșovei's personality, focusing predominantly on 

it. Therefore, we will direct our attention towards the childhood, adolescence, youth, and all the 

defining stages of the poet's life and work alike. Thus, our research currently targets Poetry and 

Life, two distinct yet contiguous worlds. Between the biographical element and Coșovei's poetic 

creation, as we will endeavor to demonstrate, there exists a connection aimed at highlighting the 

close relationship between lived reality and written reality, the latter being the reverberation of his 

own biography and ideology. In this context, we can fully understand Traian T. Coșovei only by 

observing, in stages, his actions in real life and the biographical thresholds, while simultaneously 

tracing the imprint of reality (assumed and lived) in the armor of his poetic imagination. 

In the following chapter, the third one, THE LYRICAL IMAGERY OF TRAIAN T. 

COȘOVEI AND THE TRANSFORMATION OF POETIC LANGUAGE. STATES, 

MEANDERS, STAGES, we attempt to analyze the poetic work diachronically, precisely tracing 

the principles of consciousness evolution in perfect simultaneity with the evolutionary frameworks 

of poetics. We emphasized that his volumes constitute veritable self-portraits that capture, in a 

symbolic crescendo, precisely the fluctuations of self-adaptation to the surroundings, to one's own 

destiny, and to the fluctuations of the cultural time they traverse, without, however, the poet being 

subservient to models, but rather elaborating, at intervals, his own code of significance. Traian T. 

Coșovei's personality is remarkable, as are his defects, visible to the naked eye, aspects that have 

not disappeared over time, assumed marks that, ultimately, are part of the poet's personality, 

somewhat non-discursive, sparing with words, indeed; however, in the absence of such attributes, 

Traian T. Coșovei would become another person. Certainly, all these become easier to neglect as 

the poet's sensitivity becomes deeper. 

The young poet, at that time, was appreciated and loved by both masters and colleagues, 

as well as career chroniclers. Traian T. Coșovei's work has consistently been in the attention of 

exegetes, with critical reception being carried out using specific tools of each cultural era. At first 

glance, we could appreciate that Traian T. Coșovei announces, as he affirmed in all contexts, in 

various social settings, a wholly innovative sensitivity. The real and facile argument is that any 



true poet announces a new sensitivity. Therefore, Coșovei, who is by no means mediocre, also 

announces a sensitivity, and if we examine the deeper meaning of the statement, we consider that 

newer poets do indeed announce change. Traian T. Coșovei's entire work, begun in adolescence, 

is consumed under the moral incidence of his feelings. Under the sign of the sadness he tried to 

dispel, but without much success, isolating himself and choosing the simple path of metaphorical 

confession, towards the path of light and sincerity, Traian T. Coșovei was one of the poets with 

real potential, leaving behind volumes appreciated by the literary criticism of the time in Romanian 

literature. 

In the fourth chapter, EXTENSIONS OF POETRY AND THE REFINEMENTS OF THE 

VERSATILE WRITER, we aim to underline the importance of the poet's choice to collaborate 

with young authors and poets at the early stage of their literary careers, providing them support 

and facilitating their promotion. Through his collections of anthologies, literary criticism, essays, 

or collaboration in novel writing, the poet fulfills a significant role in supporting young poets and 

writers. The poet shows evident interest in promoting and encouraging them in extensive literary 

projects, including in academic contexts, demonstrating a pronounced commitment to supporting 

and stimulating names such as Ștefania Coșovei, Ioana Mănescu, Dan Mircea Cipariu, the 

physician Bogdan O. Popescu, as well as younger poets who appear in his volumes of literary 

criticism and benefit from the recognition and appreciation of the mentor. 

Through his literary collaborations and friendships in the poetry universe, Traian T. 

Coșovei has emphasized the relevance of authentic interpersonal relationships regarding artistic 

and personal evolution. In constant self-awareness, the writer has consistently dared to explore 

new literary territories and brought fresh ideas into the world of Romanian poetry. He has delved 

into his own emotional depths, those of human experience, and conveyed these experiences in his 

verses, encouraging, through his personal example, sincere and courageous self-expression. 

The present research project, the doctoral thesis also includes two annexes with 

unpublished materials, which we wish to clarify from the perspective of literary history. The first 

of these contains an interview graciously provided by the distinguished lady Ștefania Coșovei, the 

writer and last wife of the poet, about Traian T. Coşovei, the poet who lived for his poetry. The 

second annex contains photographs from the personal archive of the poet Traian T. Coșovei's 

family, images that define the writer's profile, copies of manuscript pages made available 



specifically by the prose writer Ștefania Coșovei, with the purpose of annexing them to the present 

doctoral thesis. 

The varied bibliography, relevant to the theme, supports the scientific character of this 

research and encompasses relevant sources, a particularly important series of works, if we refer, 

on the one hand, to the volumes of the writer Traian T. Coșovei, and on the other hand to reference 

books focusing on semantics, stylistics, poetics, hermeneutics, as well as dictionaries, literary 

histories, articles, or interviews. 

Therefore, we propose, in the pages of our work, a hermeneutic grid revisitation of Traian 

T. Coșovei's poetry and a possible axis for the reception of the specific marks of his poetic imagery, 

which should tempt, in perspective, not only a constantly fresh reading with multiple instruments, 

but also a correct placement of the poet in the literary canon. 
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
